The Hillier Cemetery Society is pleased to report as follows: The work of the graveyard is discontinued for the season. The work has been done by voluntary and hired help. The committee report $134.10 paid out in wages, the balance in the bank. It will cost considerably to put the yard in proper condition – the fence, gateway, etc and to keep it so. All parties having friends interred in Hillier Cemetery are equally interested and it will be necessary that they assist us to make the cemetery what it should be, an ideal worthy of the living and a beautiful resting place for the dead. In the future, anyone wishing a plot dug must apply to the property committee; either Mr. Wilson or Mr. Leavens. The rate for digging a grave is six dollars.

Sometime in March, a meeting of the community will be held in the Town Hall, when suggestions will be received and plans made for the work undertaken in the spring.

We intend starting a fund, the donations to be deposited in the bank in one account, and only the interest used for perpetual care. Already held in trust by the wardens of the English Church until such a fund is started, there is $50 from the Jones estate. (This family lived years ago on the George Morrow farm on Pleasant Bay and then moved to New York State. Robison Young*, a brother of the late John Young of Hillier, was a brother-in-law of this family and visited Hillier [crease in newspaper] when the mother of the family was brought back for burial.) There is also $30 from the Lant. Nethery estate. Mrs. Amanda Sayer of Vancouver sent a donation for the general fund and says she will send a cheque for $100 for the permanent fund. Receipts will be given for all donations to this fund.

[* Editor’s note – Robison Young was the husband of Hannah Minerva Jones, who died November 14th, 1864 aged 23 years, six days. She is buried in plot 46, row 3, stone 2. Robison was the son of Nancy Robison and Thomas Young who married in 1810, the grandson of Hugh Robinson and Rebecca Dougall who settled in Hillier Township in about 1806/7 and the grandson of Robert Young and Jean McGregor. Robison’s brother John married Letitia Jane Whitten in 1862, a cousin of Sir John A. Macdonald.]

Annual Report Inspector of Cemeteries

To the Warden and Members of the County Council, County of Prince Edward,

Gentlemen:

I beg to offer you the following report of my work as Inspector of Cemeteries for the County of Prince Edward during the year just closing. The cleaning up and restoring the cemeteries must needs be of slow progress inasmuch as practically all the properties have been sadly neglected for a number of years, and truly, I firmly believe that we all should get behind this movement and do all in our power to assist financially with the end in view of making each cemetery worthy of the living and a beautiful resting place for the dead.
During the past year I have received many letters of appreciation, especially from those living at a distance and I can assure you that these have prompted me to carry on with a firm determination to in time bring this work up to the ideal already set forth.

I may say further, that taking up this work without any funds other than my own, you will, I think understand that it has necessarily handicapped me and I must admit owing to this and the continued wet season I have not yet accomplished as much as I desired to do.

I have inspected all the cemeteries in the western end of the county, but regret that the eastern end has been to date neglected. I expect with your kind consideration to finish these during next year and trust that all interested will bear with me in my labours.

My official report is as follows:

(1) April 30th, inspected Chadsey Cemetery, Hillier. This property was a wilderness and absolutely disgraceful. I received donations of $108.00 for this work with disbursements of $62.80, leaving a balance on hand for next year of $45.20. The cemetery is now in good condition.
(2) July 15th, inspected Grove Cemetery, Ameliasburg. This property was badly neglected and was owned by W. H. C. Roblin. I have organized the Grove Cemetery Company with the following Board who have cleaned up the property and put same on a business basis: Norris Gibson, President; A. B. File, Secretary-Treasurer; Directors: F. C. File, Leonard Wood, Milton Crosby, W. H. C. Roblin, Jacob Ferguson.

(3) July 16th, inspected Albury Cemetery. This property is well cared for and quite properly conducted, although I intend to suggest a few changes during the coming year.

(4) September 24th, inspected Burr’s Cemetery. This cemetery is properly organized and in a fine condition. I congratulate those good people who have the work in hand.
(5) September 23rd, inspected Hillier Cemetery. Some two years since I had the honour of assisting in the organization of this Cemetery Company. The Wardens of Christ Church, Hillier, form the Board of Management, with Miss Debbie Young as Secretary and Mrs. Lyle Leavens as Treasurer. The property has been much improved, is beautiful and the Management report great progress.

(6) September 28th, inspected Bloomfield Cemetery, formerly the Friends at East Bloomfield. Formed the Bloomfield Cemetery Company. The property was taken over by the new Board. While work has not yet started, donations are being received and the following Board has been appointed: B. R. Leavens, President; Hubert McDonald, Vice-President; Howard Arkett, Secretary-Treasurer; Directors: Clayton Burr, C. H. Saylor, Alva Bowerman and J. P. Williams. The work in this cemetery will be commenced early next spring.

(7) October 30th, inspected Consecon Cemetery. This property while located in an ideal spot is neglected and I expect in the near future to endeavour to form the Consecon Cemetery Company.
(8) November 2nd, inspected Stinson Block Cemetery, Hillier. This small cemetery dates back to 1840. It is not now used for burial purposes, however; I am of the opinion that the Township of Hillier will assist in cleaning it up.

(9) Pleasant Bay Cemetery, Hillier. This cemetery is disgraceful. I sent out about the 1st of October some 75 appeals for aid in cleaning this up but to date I regret I have only received the sum of $5.00. I am sure next year I will meet with better success.
(10) Mountain View Cemetery, inspected November 4th. This cemetery is I believe managed by the Women’s Institute, in any event, its general appearance and condition is a great credit to that community.

(11) November 4th, inspected Salem Cemetery, Ameliasburg. This is much neglected and another year I trust that I can give this my attention.

(12) Stinson Cemetery and Bowerman Cemetery, Hallowell. These are situated just west of Bloomfield and will form part of next year’s programme.

(13) The Hicksite Cemetery, West Bloomfield, is in fair condition and in an interview with Mr. Joseph Brown of that place, I was told that the management have a considerable sum for a trust fund in connection with this cemetery. The Board is, however; desirous of putting this property under new management which I hope to do soon.

(14) The Universalists Cemetery, at Bloomfield, is in fair condition and well fenced. I observed that some little work should be done during next year.
(15) I noticed a small cemetery, much neglected, situated at the old school ground at Bloomfield. In my opinion this cemetery should be closed for the reason that in the immediate vicinity of Bloomfield there are five cemeteries which will serve that community for many years, hence I do not think it advisable to place any additional work and expense on the county.

During my term in office just closed, I have travelled something over 400 miles on inspection, written some 300 letters together with my work of organization.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

Minute Book of Christ Church Burial Ground, in the Township of Hillier, County of Prince Edward, Province of Ontario.
Under the direction and with the permission of the Lord Bishop of Ontario, the Rector and Wardens of Christ Church called a meeting to be held on August 2nd, 1938 in the church building at Hillier. The purpose of this meeting was to set forth the evidence of ownership of the Christ Church Burial Ground. Twelve persons were present at this meeting, and after the rector had opened the meeting with prayers, he read a memorial of the deed, which set forth this ownership. The land known as Christ Church Burial Ground has been in possession of the Anglican Church for ninety-two years.
It was given, for a consideration of 5 shillings by one Robert Hubbs to John Strachan, Lord Bishop of Toronto, and his successors for ever. What we, as trustees wished to do, was to acclaim the church’s ownership of the land adjoining the church, and upon which the church stands.

Furthermore, as representatives of Christ Church, and trustees of the burial ground, we wish to affirm our prerogative and to allay any suspicion of any interference which may arise. The meeting closed at 9.45 pm.

History of Hillier Cemetery Society

Given by Secretary

Secretary Explains Work Done to Improve Cemetery and How Matters Stand at Present

Back in 1922 Hillier people were much ashamed of the condition of their graveyard at Christ’s Church and decided to do something about it.

They agreed to a meeting on June 20th at the church yard and proceeded to clear and clean up the graves after which they met beside the church to discuss the ‘pros and cons’ of forming a society to manage the burial ground.

Present at that meeting were the Rector of Christ Church, the late Mr. Lansbury and the Church Wardens, L. P. Hubbs and E. E. Terry. Other adherents of the Anglican Church present were H. Lea, L. Leavens, Mrs. Leavens, Mrs. Terry, P. Wilson and F. Flindall. Of the Presbyterian faith

Were Charles Grant and Samuel Stewart, while of the Methodist Church were Ed. Alexander, Mrs. W. A. Foster and Miss D. Young. Mr. Harry Jolley of the Wellington Cemetery Society came with Mr. Lansbury to offer his aid in organizing a society.

A Board of Management was named: Messrs. E. E. Terry, L. P. Hubbs, L. Leavens, S. Stewart and W. A. Foster. The first two named were wardens.

It was moved by Wilson and seconded by Mrs. Foster that C. Grant and F. Flindall be a committee to solicit donations. Carried.

It was moved by Flindall and seconded by Stewart, that Wilson and Leavens be a committee to lay out work for the caretaker. Carried.

It was moved by Flindall and seconded by Mrs. Terry that Mrs. Leavens be appointed Treasurer to hold funds and sign cheques at the Standard Bank, and that Miss D. Young be Secretary. Carried.

Next we advertised in both county papers for a general work day and business meeting at the cemetery on September 14th. Donations began coming in and a list of same was published.
At a meeting on December 8th of the same year, it was moved by Wilson and seconded by Foster, that 100 circulars be printed and mailed to plot holders and interested ones. Carried.

These circulars asked that donations for the upkeep of the cemetery be sent to the Treasurer, Mrs. Leavens, and these were signed ‘Hillier Cemetery Society’, per Miss Young, Secretary.

A notice in both the ‘Picton Times’ and ‘Picton Gazette’ called for a meeting for April 6th in the [Hillier] Town Hall, a public meeting at which time it was asked that a day be set aside for “Decoration Day” when the annual business would be conducted.

June 6th was the first “Decoration Day”. We found this day too early, so decided for 1924 the second Friday in June to be the date, and this has been our “Decoration Day” ever since.

Down through all the years all who could do so came with flowers to keep faith with their dead, and because their only object was to beautify the cemetery for their loved ones, the work prospered. Donations of money came in from far and near. Over two thousand dollars have been collected. Of this amount, a good half has been given by non-Anglicans.
Among the first to donate was Hillier Women’s Institute, with a cheque for $25.00. They also sponsored the building of the Memorial Gates at the entrance, having been granted permission by the Bishop to erect the same. Much work was done for free, Mr. Fred Wight, a Methodist drew gravel from Lake Shore for the roadway leading into the churchyard. The Society paid for a new fence on three sides of the property and took up special donations for a front fence and published a list of donors and cost of fence in both papers.

At our annual meetings the minutes of the preceding meeting were read and on approval were signed by the Chairman, E. E. Terry, or in his absence, or at his wish, by one appointed pro tem. Thus, in our book we find the signatures of Charles Grant, 1938; W. H. Morton, 1933; Rev. A. L. McTear, 1930 and Rev. J. M. Brownlee, 1931-37.
At our last meeting, June 10th, 1938, with the Chairman, E. E. Terry, conducting the meeting, it was moved by F. Flindall and seconded by H. Panting, that the same officers remain in charge. Carried.

It was moved by Flindall and seconded by Panting that our “Decoration Day” continue to be the second Friday in June. Carried.

It was moved by Panting and seconded by Mrs. Charles Grant that new members be added to the Board of Management. Carried.

Thus, the Board of Management on June 10th, 1938 was: the two Church Wardens, L. K. Leavens and K. Terry; the Chairman of the Society, E. E. Terry; Members of the Board: Messrs. Foster, Flindall and Panting, Treasurer, Mrs. Leavens and Secretary, Mrs. Bedell. (Formerly Miss Debbie Young)

Up to this time, June 19th, 1938, only once to my knowledge was fault found. One man became disgruntled when the new gates were erected and withdrew his name and support.
Church Claims Ground

Then last summer, the Rector of Christ Church, who had never been to one of our meetings and was not Chairman of our Society, called me on the telephone to attend a meeting he was having in his church on the night of August 2nd. I went, not knowing why it was called. Present were 14 people besides myself, all of them adherents or members of the [Anglican] Church.

The Rector read a copy of the deed for two acres of land sold in 1846 by Robert Hubbs to Bishop Strachan and his successors for the sum of five shillings. Said land to be for the people of Hillier for a burial ground. The Rector said that he and the Wardens were sole trustees of this ground, and that no-one else had any right in managing the yard. I asked the Treasurer, Mrs. Leavens, what she was going to do with the money. She said she didn’t know. The Rector said the Vestry Meeting would take care of the business. They had no need for a Secretary. Not one word was said commending the work of the Society or the condition of the yard, or admitting that non-Anglicans had any share in it. I left the meeting wondering why the clergyman had asked me to attend.

I still hold the minute books of our Society and all meetings are recorded therein. The facts above are stated in those minutes. 

Why this interference came up I cannot say. The graveyard was a credit to the community and surely an asset to the Church property.

We paid a caretaker, who, with the Church Wardens, were given a free hand, with but an annual accounting asked.

The money was donated for one purpose to the Hillier Cemetery Society, and not to a church which in 1922 could not, or would not assume the responsibility of caring for the graveyard.

To all who answered my  requests for money I offer my sincere personal thanks, and wish you to know that I very much regret the unkind circumstances that have obligated our Society and that have helped to lessen the community faith in Christian co-operation.

New Church at Hillier Re-Opened on Sunday
Christ Church, Hillier, was re-opened on Sunday, June 29th. A baptismal service was held at 2.30 p.m. when four children were made members of the Christian family. This service was followed by a Decoration Service in charge of the Rector, assisted by Rev. A. S. McConnell, L. Th., Rector of Trenton. 

As the large number of people attending would more than fill the church, and the day being very warm, this opening service was held in the churchyard.

The congregation of Christ Church was established one hundred and one years ago, and the first church was built in August 1846 under the direction of the Right Reverend John Strachan, Bishop of Toronto. The old building was of frame construction, and was a landmark in the county.

The new building, though frame, is covered with asbestos siding, with asphalt shingle roof. The structure stands on a cement wall and contains a basement.

Though the number of church members is much smaller than formerly, they are to be congratulated on their endeavour in erecting this beautiful church.

The present incumbent is the Rev. Edmund N. Grant, Rural Dean of Prince Edward. The wardens are Mr. Walter Nind and Mr. C. E. Margetson.

Sunday services will be continued as formerly, and it is the intention of the wardens and church members to liquidate the balance of the debt in the near future, so that the building may be consecrated.

Old Cemeteries Are Improved

In Hillier Township Set An

Example For Whole County

It is always a satisfaction to know that historical sites are being restored, and in Hillier Township, three neglected burying grounds are receiving attention.

Some time ago, Col. W. A. Davern, past president of the Quinte Branch, U.E.L. Association, and Mr. Claude Young, both of Wellington, who had made a survey of all nine cemeteries, found five were well maintained. They appealed to the Hillier Women’s Institute for assistance in repairing the others. As a result, that organization invited the Township Council to be their guests one evening, and had as special speaker, Mr. McGowan, Assistant Director from the Sanitation Division, Health Department, Parliament Buildings, Toronto. He explained the regulations under the Cemeteries Act, the municipal council’s responsibilities and answered many questions.
In the spring, the Hillier Council appointed five residents to act and on May 17th, 1961, the Township Cemetery Board was organized as follows:

Chairman – Mrs. George Walker, Consecon, R. R. No. 3.

Secretary-Treasurer – Mrs. S. Foster, Hillier, R. R. No. 2.

Members – Reeve Ken Wood, Mr. Warner McFaul and Mr. William Kerr.

A competent workman was hired and since then the Chadsey grave yard on the Monfa farm between Hillier and Wellington has been cleared of brush and the fence repaired. The Pierson burial plot on the Pleasant Bay Road has had a new fence, gate and the brush cut, The Stinson Block one on Mr. George Walker’s property is being cleared of brush and a new road entrance is being planned. For this, the Council set aside $600. Many descendents of those early pioneer families have expressed their gratitude.

The restoring of Historical Sites is mentioned as one of the projects for the celebrating of Canada’s Centennial year, 1967. Would this not be a worthy undertaking for Prince Edward County to clean up and repair their many burial grounds?
